The bidders are required to submit soft copies of their bids electronically on the CPP Portal, using valid Digital
Signature Certificates. The instructions given below are meant to assist the bidders in registering on the CPP
Portal, prepare their bids in accordance with the requirements and submitting their bids online on the CPP Portal.

More information useful for submitting online bids on the CPP Portal may be obtained at:

1. REGISTRATION

1) Bidders are required to enroll on the e-Procurement module of the Central Public Procurement Portal
(URL:https://eprocure.gov.in/eprocure/app ) by clicking on the link "Online bidder Enroliment" on the
CPP Portal which is free of charge.

2) As part of the enrolment process, the bidders will be required to choose a unique username and assign
a password for their accounts.

3) Bidders are advised to register their valid email address and mobile numbers as part of the registration
process. These would be used for any communication from the CPP Portal.

4) Upon enrolment, the bidders will be required to register their valid Digital Signature Certificate (Class
[l Certificates with signing key usage) issued by any Certifying Authority recognized by CCA India (e.qg.
Sify / nCode / eMudhra etc.), with their profile.

5) Only one valid DSC should be registered by a bidder. Please note that the bidders are responsible to
ensure that they do not lend their DSC's to others which may lead to misuse.

2. SPECIFICATIONS FOR CIVIL WORK - 2023, DCSEM

SCOPE AND LOCATION OF WORK

The scope of work contemplated under this contract is situated at Anushakti Abasan, MCP Chakgaria site,
Rajarhat site and office campus of Variable Energy Cyclotron Centre, (VECC) at 1/AF, Bidhannagar,
Kolkata-64.

The tenderers are advised to visit the site of work with the prior permission of EIC or his authorized
representative to acquaint themselves with the access to the site, location of work, labour requirement and
availability etc. and any other situations relating to availability and carriage of materials etc.

The contractor carrying out this work shall strictly abide by the security regulations imposed by the
Department/Police Authorities/Local Authorities, from time to time.

The contractor shall obtain work permit before commencing the work. Adequate insurance coverage for any
accident or injury sustained during execution of work shall be made for the personnel engaged for the work.
No work will be allowed without a valid work permit. The contractor shall comply with all safety procedure
before work permit is issued. Work permit is to be made available with the contractor’s supervisor deputed at
site of work and should be able to produce on demand by Safety Officer. Police verification certificate (PVC)
shall be submitted for contractual workers deployed regularly.

SCOPE:

We are maintaining underground water supply system and supplying water at Anushakti Abasan, MCP
Chakgaria site, Rajarhat site and office campuses of VECC since beginning of this centre. As the underground
water supply system had been installed in the era of Seventies, we are experiencing few unwanted situations
caused by sudden damage / bursting of joints or leakage in the old age pipe line as a result disrupting the water
supply to the users.
